Power down 

One of the reasons that Scilly is so beautiful at night 
is that there are so few lights; that's why you can see 
so many stars. Wherever you are, whatever you're 
doing, ask yourself whether that light or standby 
button needs to be on. (You'll be doing yourself a   
favour by switching things off, as well as cutting 
down on carbon emissions.) 

Water 
Obviously, the same goes for water. 

Give it a second thought and just use what you 

need. And if your hotel has a scheme whereby you 

only leave on the floor the towels that need a wash, 

then help them to save on water, power and deter-

gent by doing as they ask.
